He not only talked about the products but had the products to pass 

around and demonstrate.   Since there was so much covered, I put together a summary of 

the topics discussed and a picture and price from the Best Buy website.  Hopefully this will 

help clarify the topics discussed.  Best Buy gave out 10 - $10 gift certificates for door prizes. 

 

1. Mobil Hotspots (So called hockey pucks) Used with tablets, e-readers and laptops 

to access the cell towers for access to the internet anywhere.  A fee will be changed 

by the provider. (Verizon, Sprint and Virgin etc.) 

2. Cell Phones as Hotspots - Most smartphones have this capability.  The term used 

is called 'Tethering'. Up to 5 devices can be connected at the same time.  Check 

your cellular phone provider for additional charges. 

3. Connect your laptop to your TV using a wireless connection (WiDi).  Highly 

recommended Netgear - Push2TV HDTV  adapter.  (Laptop must be using an Intel 

Core I3, I5 or I7 - 2nd generation processor)  If you bought a laptop in the last six 

months or so, you probably have this feature.  Also, older Intel processors will work 

with newer adapters. 

4. Anti-Virus programs-  Four programs were memtioned.  Each program will get 

the job done but some are more efficient  than others which slows your PC down.  

The top of the list is Webroot, followed by Kaspersky, Norton and then the free 

Microsoft Security Essentials.   

5. Screen Protectors for Cell Phones and Tablets - The brand name of ZAGG was 

mentioned as a very good product to protect your screen from scratches. 

6. HP Touch Pad tablet for Free - Correction The Touch Pad is not free but if you 

purchase a HP or Compaq laptop, desktop or all-in-one PC you can buy the Touch 

Pad for $ 149.99.  

7. E-Readers and Tablets - Several Tablets and E-readers where memtioned.  Such 

as, iPad 2, Kindle Touch, Kindle Fire (New - available Nov. 15th) , Toshiba Thrive, 

Pandigital and NOOK Color.  A new NOOK will be announced, Monday Nov. 7th.   

8. Operating Systems - Tablet / E-readers /Cell  - Phones - Android, iOS(Apple) 

BlackBerry and Windows 7 

9. Keyboards for Tablets - There are several manufacturers of keyboards.  Logitech 

was mentioned as a good keyboard with bluetooth compatability.  Logitech makes a 

variety of keyboards for different tablets. 

10. Stylus - A stylus can be used instead of your fingers as another way to interact 

with your tablet.  Allows you to turn pages, draw or use handwriting.
